-Be sure you have requested, and paid for, electricity if needed. 

-Exhibitors giving out food samples, or making sales of food and/or drink for consumption at the EXPO 
are required to deliver Certificate of Insurance naming FamilyFarmed.org, City Provisions, and the Board 
of Trustees of the University of Illinois in advance by fax to 708.763.9925.  

-Exhibitors selling food and/or drink for consumption at the EXPO are also required to have a current 
Food Service Sanitation Certificate on hand anytime food is being served at the EXPO.  Please 
remember to use compostable plates, silverware and cups if you are serving food.
